INTRODUCTION

At the request of Mr. Leroy Larson, Engineering Research Corporation was
asked to witness a test on a neoprene gasket material conducted at Madison
Concrete Pipe, Inc., on December 11, 1990. Present were Mr. Leroy Larson of
Press-Seal Gasket Corporation, Mr. Greg Glynn of Madison Concrete Pipe, Inc.,
Dr. John Johnson of Engineering Research Corporation, and several technicians
provided by Madison Concrete Pipe, Inc.

TEST SETUP

Two 7°6" long sections of 19x30 elliptical concrete (24-inch equivalent round)
pipes were laid horizontally as shown in Figure 1. A neoprene gasket as shown
in Figure 2 was installed as shown in Figure 3.

Ten inches of mercury vacuum was applied to the test setup. Immediately upon
the beginning of the test, water was poured around the joint as shown in Figure
6.

Vacuum was maintained for a period of six minutes after which time the vacuum
had reduced to nine inches of mercury. The pipes were then separated as shown
in Figures 7 and 8.

GASKET MATERIAL

The gasket material was identified as a black neoprene material carrying a
designation of R-427-N as manufactured by the Press-Seal Gasket Corporation.
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GASKET MATERIAL (cont.)

Shown in the Appendix is the particular properties as provided by the Press-Seal
Gasket Corporation.

RESULTS OF TEST

Under the test setup described, there was no leakage of the neoprene gasket.
